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SEE YOU THERE. SAFE AS ROAD SAFETY PRE- POLICY WORKSHOPS.

The National Road Safety Committee (The Committee) is running a series of “pre-policy” engagement workshops with stakeholders and the community prior to providing Government with policy proposals to complete implementation of the Government’s Road Safety to 2010 strategy.

The Committee comprises The Secretary for Transport (convenor), The Commissioner of Police and the Chief Executives of: Land Transport New Zealand, Transit New Zealand, The Accident Compensation Corporation and Local Government New Zealand. The Secretary of Labour, the Secretary for Justice and the Director-General of Health are associate members of the Committee.

Workshops are supported through the Ministry of Transport and are being run with the New Zealand-wide team of Road Safety Coordinators, District Councils, NZ Police, Land Transport New Zealand, Transit New Zealand and ACC to ensure that people at the local and community levels have the opportunity to engage in the pre-policy discussions.

The Government believes no further substantial gains in traffic related injuries will be made without fully engaging the community in the tasks of increasing road safety.  Engagement workshops are being held nationwide during the next fortnight.  

The Committee is particularly interested in addressing three key issues which they believe demonstrates underlying behavioural problems associated with excess and inappropriate speed, drink driving and the risks faced by young and novice drivers.
