Government rethink on Auckland road pricing encouraging

The Government’s decision to have more work carried out on Auckland road pricing is encouraging, Road Transport Forum CEO Tony Friedlander says.  “The original report was seriously flawed and was soundly rejected by the public.

“Moving towards investigating the economic impacts of road pricing options is commendable and the objective of generating revenue for new transport investment rather than suppressing traffic as the pricing study set out to do also makes sense.

The Government is finally taking a much more sensible approach than it has in recent years, and the Minister of Transport, Annette King, deserves recognition for making this fundamental change, Mr Friedlander says.

“The Forum welcomes the Ministry of Transport’s invitation for our industry to be involved in further analysis of the options and in the development of road pricing systems which could effectively address Auckland’s transport issues in a fair and practical way.”
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
