Moves to simplify the RUC system welcomed

Transport operators will be pleased to have the option of using electronic distance recorders next year if they wish, says Road Transport Forum Chief Executive Officer Tony Friedlander.
“For those operators who can justify using electronic systems, it will be welcome as a way of easing the compliance and administration costs of Road User Charges.
“The more important issue of how the RUC system itself can be significantly simplified in line with the RUC Working Group report is something the Forum is working on with the Minister’s officials.  We look forward to this latest development foreshadowing a number of major changes which will greatly improve the way heavy vehicles are charged for their road use and help improve the efficiency of the New Zealand freight industry.”
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
