Government approach to emission testing sensible

The Road Transport Forum welcomes the Government’s recognition available exhaust testing methods aren’t reliable and would impose unnecessary and high costs on all vehicle owners. Most of the trucks in the commercial road freight fleet already comply with the latest European and American emissions standards and so are already low emitters.

Around 40-50% of emissions are produced by just 10% of vehicles on the road. These are the vehicles that should be targeted. Encouraging uptake of low-emission technology and the removal of end-of-life cars and trucks is a sensible way to get the worst performers off the road.
