Road-rail operation separation welcome but more information needed 
The Road Transport Forum welcomes the separation of Toll’s road and rail operations but will need more information about the agreement between Toll and the Government before it can comment further, says its Chief Executive Officer Tony Friedlander.

“The Forum has been calling for the separation of Toll’s road and rail operations for several years.  The Government’s decision to buy back Toll’s rail and ferry business offers an opportunity for the road transport industry to work with the new operators of the rail network to handle the freight task which is expected to double by 2020.  But we need more details about the agreement and how the business will be run in future before making any more comment,” Mr Friedlander says.
