Wellington Northern Corridor decision welcomed
Selecting the most cost effective solution to Wellington’s northern access problems was the most important consideration for the trucking industry and that’s what the Government has done, says Road Transport Forum Chief Executive Officer Tony Friedlander.  “The Forum has insisted that the most cost-effective option should be chosen.  The Government says Transmission Gully is expected to be 19% less expensive than the coastal route, so trucking operators will be very pleased with this decision.”
Mr Friedlander says the road transport industry also appreciates the Government’s decisions to use the new “call in” provisions in the Resource Management Act and to upgrade State Highway One right through to Otaki rather than taking a piecemeal approach.  “The stretch of road from Wellington to Otaki has become a dangerous bottleneck. The sooner it is upgraded the better.”
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
