Urgent action needed on Auckland’s roading crisis

The snarl up which crippled traffic flow in Auckland is a further indication of the need for urgent action to complete the city’s roading network, says Road Transport Forum Chief Executive Officer Tony Friedlander.

The road transport industry fully supports the call by Auckland Chamber of Commerce chief executive Michael Barnett for Transit New Zealand and government to finish of the long-planned network as rapidly as possible Mr Friedlander says.  “Auckland industry and commerce are being strangled by the continuing roading crisis.  It has to be fixed fast.”
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
